For a Breed Council to function Bullmastiff fanciers need to put their own agenda’s AFTER
the general welfare of the breed and NOT before. The ones that are failing to do this have
no right to claim custodianship of the breed. The change to the Breed Standard has also
been a blow for the conscientious & caring breeders.
